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Rings Workshop: Binding memories

Jewellery has traditionally been used to keep the memory of a loved one close to the heart. A young Victorian lady keeps a lock of her fiancé’s hair in a gold locket in his absence.  As time passes the keepsake is passed down from mother to daughter and so on through the generations building layer upon layer of significance. Memories can also be retained within every day objects, the mysterious narratives of people’s pasts are suggested by the dents and scratches on each piece. 
For the Binding Memories workshop participants are encouraged to bring along small objects that they wouldn’t mind using: perhaps pieces from a family sewing box, shells, old postcards, buttons or costume jewellery.  We will use binding, sewing and riveting techniques to combine these elements to create large sculptural rings.  Within this process we will be considering colour balance and composition to allow us to come to an interesting and beautiful conclusion.
